The 3Ps - always Pause, Prompt, and Praise.
Talking and Listening

· Exploring stories, poems and songs. 

· Exploring feelings through Circle Time activities.  

· Children will be encouraged to communicate clearly and express themselves confidently.

· They will be encouraged to ACTIVELY  LISTEN with attention and understanding and follow simple instructions.

Phonics

· Children will be continuing with the Linguistic Phonics scheme. 
Writing

· Lower and Upper Case letters 
· Writing from their own experiences
· Sentence Writing

· Simple story writing.

Word Work
· “Word building” in class
·  High frequency words will be taught in class and at home (rote learning of these is to be encouraged)
MATHEMATICS AND NUMERACY

Language:


· The children will be encouraged to use a wide variety of mathematical language e.g.

add, plus, more than, less than, total, altogether, minus, difference, subtract and take

away.  

Number:



· Addition and subtraction to 20

· This includes recognition and usage of coins, 1p, 2p, 5p and 10p coins.

· Counting and recognising numbers up to 50.
Measures:


· Non-standard units of length, weight and capacity. 

· Time to o’clock and ½ past
Shape and Space: 


· Investigating, talking and recognition of 2D and 3D shapes.

Patterns and Relationships: 

· Investigating and talking about patterns and relationships in the environment and in numbers.

Sorting:


· Sorting for one or two criteria.

Problem Solving:


· The children will be given opportunities to investigate and solve problems

independently.

THE ARTS

· Areas covered are Art and Design, Music and Drama, related to special occasions and celebrations in our calendar year.
THE WORLD AROUND US (WAU)

· This subject incorporates Science & Technology, Geography and History
· Topic approach – Discovering Me, Where We Live, Birds and Flight, Clothes and Space Travel
· Lots of practical learning and discussion takes place.
PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT AND MUTUAL UNDERSTANDING (PDMU)

· This subject provides opportunities for the children to talk about their feelings and emotions, develop self-awareness, including health and safety issues and explore relationships with their family, school and community.

· Children will be encouraged to develop knowledge, understanding and skills in athletics, dance, games and gymnastics.
